Notes: 

Our first design is great for showcasing a big, attractive, background image. The design is often used by 
photographers to focus on their work. The written content is of secondary importance.  

It can be hard to read text when it is laid over a background image, so the idea here is to create a semi-
transparent horizontal block that sits on top of the image. This serves as a container for links, text, logos and 
other content.

With so little space for content, the design might initially feel rather restrictive. But here we see just how 
much it can hold. This example fills the content block with navigation, ‘About us’ text, a recent photo and a 
large logo. It achieves this in a very clean and uncluttered way.

Notes: 

This design is extremely simple and effective. It features one main graphic area followed by two smaller boxes 
underneath. Each of these can be filled with a graphic, a block of text or a mixture of both. The narrow space 
on the top can be used for a logo, navigation or search box.

This example shows work completed by a digital designer. The main graphic rotates and displays a number of 
recent projects.

The design here is extremely common, especially among the photography community. The basic idea is to 
have a large image displaying your products.

Notes: 

The power grid is the most complex design we look at here. It’s extremely versatile and can hold a wide range 
of content - images, text, videos, embedded media - without losing clarity.  

Despite all this information, each section is balanced against the next, giving a clear boundary to each item.

This example shows just what the design can do. The page is filled with media feeds, photos, lists, images and 
more. But it successfully fits inside the grid as intended. The design is easily extendable so that no matter how 
much content you cram in, the overall appearance should remain clear and uncluttered.
